Beginning with “Learn the Bible in 24 Hours”, Koinonia 
Institute offers tailored courses uniquely designed to lift 
the Biblical Literacy of teachers in Christian Schools.

The Amazing Emergence of the Hebron – Elim  

journey – surely a God story! 

It has only been ten months!  But what took 
place on 31st May 2017 had been on hearts, 
in discussions and at the centre of prayers for 
many years.  

The summary said: “The Biblical Education 
Services Trust (aka. Hebron Christian College 
School Board) has entered into a 
Memorandum of Understanding with the 
Elim Christian Proprietors Trust that aims to 
see Hebron Christian College become an 
Integrated Elim school from the 
commencement of the 2018 school year.” 

Since its establishment in 1977, by the 
Auckland Christian Fellowship Church, 
Hebron Christian College has provided a 
significant private, non-denominational, 
Christian presence in the central Auckland 
isthmus region. In July 1991, the school was 
rescued from financial crisis by the 
generosity of the Institute of Basic Life 
Principles who purchased the property then 
leased it back to the school at low interest 
rates. The school became independent of the 
ACFC under its own board ‘The Biblical 
Education Services Trust’. In 2000, the school 
board brought the property back from the 
Institute of Basic Life Principles. Since 1990, 
the principals, staff, boards and many 
parents and friends of Hebron have worked 
sacrificially to keep Hebron as a provider of 
Christian education. Hebron’s consistent 
educational excellence, reflected at all levels 
of the curriculum, and well-earned 
reputation in mission, reflect the success of 
the college. The lives of Hebron’s graduates 
are an ongoing testimony. The nature of the 
educational scene has changed dramatically 
of recent years with it becoming increasingly 
difficult for small private colleges to be 
maintained without charging very high fees. 
It   had    become    obvious   that   significant 
change for Hebron  was inevitable,  and much  
prayer and seeking of the Lord’s direction has 

  

 
 

taken place. 

For some years the Hebron Board applied for 
Integration under the Private Schools 
Conditional Integration Act 1975. Even 
though Hebron had capacity to grow, 
without Integration it became increasingly 
difficult to keep fees at a level that made 
Christian education a viable option for the 
majority of families. Following due diligence, 
prayer and seeking the Lord’s guidance, the 
Hebron Board entered into a Memorandum 
of Understanding with the Elim Christian 
Proprietors Trust to see Hebron Christian 
College become an Integrated Elim school 
from the commencement of the 2018 school 
year.  

It was recognised 
that the Lord was 
clearly opening 
up exciting 
prospects for the 
future and both 
Boards delighted 
in what the Lord 
was doing. 
However,    there  
was now much work needing to be done and 
in a very short space of time. As with any 
development for a Christian school, it is a 
privilege to be HIS hands and feet, prayer and 
professionalism go hand in hand and it was 
now time to apply our time and talents to 
make this happen. Both schools had to keep 
operating and delivering while the key 
stakeholders set about the challenging task.  

With Elim Christian College already operating 
a campus model, the decision was made to 
establish Hebron as Elim’s third campus and 
it was to be known as Elim Christian College 
Mt Albert Campus.      The existing campuses, 
Botany with Y7-13 and Golflands with Y1-6 
were  already  at  the  maximum  roll  of  1000 
students   so   application    was  immediately

made to the Ministry of Education for an 
increase of 350 to the maximum roll. That 
increase when granted, would specifically be 
for the Mt Albert Campus. Without that 
increase, Elim could not proceed. As the 
months ticked by, there were many reminders 
the nation was approaching the General 
Election and even with the MOE’s willingness, 
the process required sign-off from the 
Minister herself. The Hon Nikki Kaye, not long 
in the role, would need time and inclination 
amidst the campaign to put pen to paper. 

The Elim story has always been a ‘miracle 
journey’ and yet miracles still involve 
disappointments and blockages. Its 
Proprietors had previously known the joy of a 
‘yes’ from the crown and the bewilderment of 
a ‘no’. But God is sovereign, the Alpha and 
Omega, and to be in HIS hands, under the 
shadow of HIS wings is the best and only place 
to be. Unbeknown to Elim at the time, a MOE 
‘no’ back in 2016 was the catalyst for the 
Proprietors under God’s hand to re-think, re-
strategize and be ideally positioned for the 
Elim-Hebron story to unfold. 
Friday 22nd September, one day before the 
2017 General Election, proved to be a ‘yes’ day 
for the unfolding of the Elim-Hebron story. A 
letter to the Elim Christian Proprietors Trust, 
was received from the Hon Nikki Kaye, 
Minister of Education. In the letter, the 
Minister gave notification of her approval for 
“the establishment of a new campus for Elim 
Christian College in Mt Albert and an increase 
to the maximum roll”. The approved 
maximum roll of 350 on the Elim Christian 
College Mt Albert site would be staged process 
as requested by the MOE and as the site 
development progressed. 

An excerpt from a communique to the Elim 
and Hebron communities said “We praise God 
and return Him thanks for this most strategic 
and significant decision.     We are now able to 
move immediately forward with what will be 
an intensive preparation  process, so that 
Hebron    Christian    College    will      smoothly  

 

 

 

 
 

 

become Elim Christian College Mt Albert 
Campus and be fully operational for the 
commencement of the 2018 school year. We 
are mindful of the need to move with suitable 
urgency with the end of the year fast 
approaching.”  

And again, from the same communique “In 
Term 4 suitable arrangements will be made 
for a fitting acknowledgement of the legacy of 
Hebron Christian College in its current form 
and to acknowledge the significant 
contributions of the Principal Mr. Geoff 
Matthews and some of the long serving staff.  
The Hebron name and the founding 
contribution of The Life Trust will be 
recognised in an appropriate manner.” 

Subsequently in the weeks that followed, a 
transition-establishment plan ensured that 
stakeholders navigated their way through a 
myriad of tasks.  The aim being to ensure that 
when Hebron Christian College officially 
closed on December 31st 2017, the Elim Mt 
Albert Campus was ready to provide state-
integrated Christian education in the central 
Auckland Isthmus. Numerous meetings 
featured relationship building, enrolment, 
staffing, finance, property, curriculum, 
timetable, IT and much more. Additionally, 
there was a regulatory process with the MOE 
and ERO in order to ensure that both schools 
fulfil all requirements. 

Of particular note, it was announced that on 
December 8th, Hebron Christian College 
would hold a 40-year celebration evening to 
recognise and celebrate the work of God in 
the provision of Christian Education, the 
faithful commitment of many people and the 
closure of the school. It was a wonderful 
evening hosted by BEST, honouring Geoff 
Matthews the outgoing Principal whose 
service spanned 26 years, current and former 
staff and of course our Lord and Saviour, all 
glory was  given  to  HIM.     A   marquee   was 
pitched on the Hebron grounds, the generous 
community   brought food,   the   Kapa    Haka 
group   almost   stole  the  show,  the founding 

 

 

 
 



  

Pastor - Rob Wheeler - and his wife spoke via 
video, amazing photography was shown 
courtesy of principal Geoff Matthews and we 
worshipped together. It was fitting and 
particularly moving to experience the Haka 
for Geoff Matthews, led by a previous Head 
Boy. The evening culminated in a symbolic 
and humbling ceremony where a beautiful 
piece of art created by Hebron Board member 
Amanda Abrahams, was presented by Geoff 
Matthews to the principal of Elim Christian 
College Murray Burton – indeed a handing on 
of the baton for the provision of Christian 
Education in Central Auckland. Senior 
Minister of Elim Christian Centre Luke Brough 
then led the attendees in a prayer of 
thanksgiving and for the continuation of 
God’s presence and power in this ministry. 

A sense   of   anticipation  and  a  sense  of  loss 
have mingled in the enormity of this 
transaction. It has been authentic, challenging 
and  stretching.
